Summary 
Each financial year the Board are required to approve the funding conditions relating to the funded development Programme.

The conditions for 2016/17 are now available for approval.

We need to register the Board’s approval to comply with the GLA’s funding conditions for this financial year.
The approval by Board is required before we can submit any BTP grant claims this year on the GLA’s Investment Management System (IMS).  

There are no clauses which impact on our ability to comply with the conditions in delivering the Mayor’s Housing Covenant Building the Pipeline programme or the Mayor’s Housing Covenant 15/18 programme.
Recommendation
The Board are requested to approve the GLA Funding conditions for 2016/17.

Background:

The Funding Conditions feature four Grant Conditions.

Condition 1 confirms that funding is subject to the provisions of the relevant Housing Acts (HA 1996, Housing & Regeneration Act 2008 and GLA Act 1999)

Condition 2 refers to compliance with the Capital Funding Guide (CFG) which covers all of the GLA’s compliance procedures with regard to grant funding.

Condition 3 confirms that non-compliance with the GLA requirements could result in grant not being paid, grant being repaid or allocations being suspended.
Condition 4 confirms that grant funding is conditional upon RPs meeting the HCA standards set out in the Regulatory Framework.

I attach the wording of the 2016/1 version of the Funding Conditions (appendix 1).

As part of compliance audit requirements set out in the CFG, we must retain a copy of the relevant committee minutes of the decision to agree to comply with these conditions.
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Grant Conditions applied to all Programmes

4 Grantfunding is conditional upon RPs meeting the standards set by the social housing regulator under Sections 193 and
104 of the HRA 2008 including the regulator's tenancy standard. This will be monitored by the social housing regulator
and assessments of providers will be published in accordance with the Regulatory Framework.
